Conformation Judge – For One Breed only – ie Brittanys

· 6 Stewarding assignments at AKC shows within the past three years

· 6 Judging assignments at AKC sanctioned matches or sweepstakes

· Reviewed the AKC breed video

· Meet the AKC occupational eligibility requirements

· Completed and passed the Anatomy and Procedural exam

· Complete a pre-application interview 

· Attended the National Show

· Attended the Judges Education Seminar

· 12 or more years of exhibiting Brittanys in Conformation, must included dates of exhibiting and club memberships.

· Bred and raised 5 or more litters on your premises

· Bred 4 or more Champions from the litters that were whelped on your premises.

· After the above screening is passed, you receive provisional status.  You must then complete 5 provisional assignments with observations by three different Field Representatives.  If a Marginal or does not meet evaluation is received, additional provisional assignments will be needed or your provisional license revoked.

· If you pass all of the above, you are now approved to judge one breed, Brittanys.

· Please note that any dog you own cannot be shown within 200 miles of your weekend of judging (defined as the Wednesday before the weekend to the Tuesday after)

· Please note that when you judge, you cannot judge again within 200 miles and 30 days.

Hunt Test

For Apprenticeship:

· Must be 18

· Must have attended a seminar

· Must have received 1 qualifying leg at the level to be judged

To apply for regular Status: 

· Must apprentice twice at the level to be judged or higher with a minimum of 6 entries per test

· Must take and pass the written test with 85% or better

· Must handle a dog and receive 3 qualifying legs at the level to be judged or higher

To maintain eligibility:

· Must attend a seminar or pass the written test every 5 years

You may show a dog in any stake that you are not judging.

Field Trial

For Apprenticeship:

· Must be 18 

· Must have placed a dog at the level they intend to apprentice

To apply for regular Status:

· Seminar attendance is strongly recommended (not required)

· Must take and pass the written test with 85% or better

· Must apprentice twice at the level to be judged or higher

· Must have a record of handling a dog or dogs to 5 or more placements in adult stakes in any field trial

· Approved American Field judges are exempt from apprentice requirements

· You are permitted to show a dog in any stake that you are not judging.

To maintain eligibility:

· No requirements
