Susquehanna Brittany Club 

Fall Field Trial

October 5, 6, 7, 2008
The Susquehanna Brittany Club ran their annual Fall field trial over the privately owned farm grounds of the York Pointer and Setter Club, just outside of Wellsville, Pa.  Mowed fields, tree lines just beginning to show the splendor of the fall foliage along with dark brown leaves on some trees that serve witness to the drought this region is suffering from were the setting of this three day trial with 112 dogs going to the line.  Temperatures were higher then normal setting records on Saturday and Sunday in the low 90’s.   

Friday morning we feared fog but were lucky as it stayed over cast and misty until mid-morning when the mist and light fog were burned away along with the good scenting conditions that we had experienced early. Twenty six dogs went to the line in the Open Limited Gun Dog.  Chris & Kim Rider’s Cold Mountain came to do business this day and scored both on the ground and on birds to garner the 1st place win today.  Fast and to the front always, yet under control at all times was his way of going.  Second place brought Jim Cater’s Peter Gunn to the winner’s circle also with a red ribbon, 2nd place as his reward to start the weekend following his trip all the way from southern Georgia to be with us.  Third place was Bourbon’s Straight Up with a snappy, forward race that remained to the front for his half hour down.  He ran in the heat of the day when bird work was at a premium with the temps reaching 91 degrees, setting a new record high temp for our area along with lots of humidity.  He had one nice find. Forth place was awarded to Jason Umberger’s Allmac’s Remington Steele, another dog that ran in the heat of the day when scenting conditions were tough as well as just breathing.   A good race and bird work that pleased the judges made him the forth place winning dog this day.
We had lots of daylight and all the puppies on the grounds, so we ran them following the Open Limited Gun on Friday afternoon.  The Susquehanna Memorial Open Puppy Stake drew a small but talented group of puppies and what a way to end the day watching puppies find birds on the just completed gun dog course.  Brian and Helen Riggle sponsored this stake in memory of puppies and young dogs they have loved and enjoyed in the past.  In the future we hope more folks bring young dogs of the future to join in on the fun.  Jim Carter again made the winners circle with his young pup, Hotroddin Grace Under Fire. She was fast and forward with a number of bird contacts that were fun to watch as each was like throwing another log on the fire. More and more heat with each bird.  Helen Riggle ran a puppy, Cocoa, Wild Mtn.’s Hot Chocolate Express, owned by Mike Boydston.   Cocoa ran forward as well just not as big as the first place dog.  She also had many bird contacts that were handled with some of that wild puppy exuberance. The third place dog, Ice Cold Bud, was run by Bob Youngs for new club member Dennis Green.  Bud had a number of contacts but his pattern was not always to the front.  At times he was like an unguided missile that was looking for birds.  He had three contacts with two birds pointed; he will be a boy to watch in the future.  Wild Mtn.’s Thunder Struck, owned by Cary Crumb and handled by Helen Riggle, was the fourth place puppy today with some nice bird contact and a consistent race that was to the front.
The Open All Age was to start, Saturday at 7:15 a.m. to try to beat the heat expected later in the day. However, we suffered a 90 minute delay with fog. The fog burned off fast starting about 8:30 a.m. and it got hot soon after. Once we got started Chris Rider hit pay dirt with Cold Mountain again and scored another Blue Ribbon with him.  Les Casselberry brought a young dog to the line and saw Scirrocco Del Prado bring the Red home for Les and co-owner Sandy Sargent.  Third place was awarded to Becasse Bandit with a couple classy finds and a nice back with a forward race.  He ran in the morning heat that arrived as temps had climbed to almost 90 degrees by late morning.  Forth place was Bandit’s bracemate, Calistar Del Prado.  A frequent visitor the winner’s circle Star made it again today with multiple finds and a race to the front.
The Amateur Gun Dog saw Jim Carter; having made a trip back this year from Georgia, take the blue ribbon with his Peter Gun dog running in the third brace.  Bruce Conover’s Coveryrise This Bud 4 U was close behind in the second slot and running in the heat of the middle of the day.  The third and fourth place dogs ran in the first and second brace Boots Chip of Conjour Bay was run by Judy Kiracofe to third and Steve Lauterbach ran his young dog Spring Hill Poncho Delprado to forth place to start his winning weekend.  Bird work was plentiful for all dogs in the stake with not many cutting their throats on the many finds they were having.  Five to 9 finds were common by the time this stake took place. 
It was too late to run all of the derby dogs so we did chores and headed into the club house where Dan Rein took charge of the evening and his crew.  The ladies of the kitchen, Diane Rein, Marilyn Fenicle, Joan Warshefski, and Barb Youngs along with Dennis Green had a wonderful Happy Hour / Pot Luck Supper prepared.  We fed about 45 people and spent a few hours in the club house after dinner and the awarding of placements talking and enjoying stories of dogs, kids and days gone by.  We also want to thank those with the donations made for the pot luck supper.  It all comes together for a great evening of good eating and good conversation.

Sunday morning we did not have the fog and got going at 7:15 a.m. with the Open Derby.  Young dogs and lots of birds are a real combination for fun and excitement! Uptown Girl, run by Bob Youngs for owner and friend Dan Rein, had a fast, far forward race that was on the edge of control.  She had two bird contacts with one being pointed with style.  Second place was her bracemate, Hotroddin Grace Under Fire.  She was also forward and fast but her bird work was not as mature on course. Third place was awarded to Chick Magnet run and owned by Steve Lauterbach. He had a nice race that was forward and in the second series to see dogs on birds he pointed with style in the woods.  Limited Edition was run by his owner Dan Rein.  A forward race and nice stylish find in the second series earned him the Yellow ribbon today.
The Open Gun Dog was our biggest stake and it took until almost 5:30 p.m. on Sunday evening to finish.  By the end of this stake we had released over 125 birds on the single course we use for this trial.  Owner Steve Lauterbach was called after the stake was over to let him know on his way home that he had been rewarded with the Blue Ribbon for an extremely classy performance with 6 or 7 finds and a great race that did not let down at all in the heat.  Way to go Steve.  Jimmy Wilkerson came with a dog he and Paul Snyder co-own. She made “everybody itch” with excitement.  Poison Ivy was awarded second place for Jim’s efforts today with a number of good finds and forward race.  Third place went to Chris Rider for owner Stanley Thorpe.  Coke’s Barton Hill Bear, was always in place, just hard to see from time to time with some really nice bird work.   Bear is a young dog that we will see a lot of in the future.  Jeanne Rozowski was in the ribbons from the tenth brace with Delane R Gen Dan Dee another young dog that Jeanne has been placing for her and husband, Stan. A tough stake today that could have been blue for almost any of the placing dogs on another day.   
A big thank you to all that came and to our crew headed by Dan Rein, the Field Trial Chairman.  We had many workers from the club with all pitching in again to help with bird planting, happy hour, getting folks to the line and support for the club with entries. Special thanks go to the ladies in the kitchen along with Dennis Green for great food and meals always ready to fill us between running all the dogs. Marilyn Fenicle as always had the Happy Hour / Pot Luck Supper ready on Saturday evening with ham, pasta, mac and cheese, lots of salads and a bunch of deserts that made us all eat too much.  Janet Green donated a couple of her home made cheesecakes that were terrific as well. Folks have come to enjoy bringing a covered dish to contribute which the club appreciates as it all adds to the evening.  Joan Warshefski helped in the kitchen as well as taking care of her Field Trial Secretary’s job, along with Barb Youngs, Diane Rein and Marilyn Fenicle we enjoyed a good time outside of the dogs with lots and lots of that great food and plenty of smiling faces.  Another person that helped was Deb Zetanski that brought her horses for the club to use for judges.  They were always ready and the judges used them all weekend with compliments to Deb.

Last but not least the club owes Dan Rein a big thank you for his work and devotion to making the trial a success.   All went smooth and a another great trial is under out belts.
