The President reminded us that once we get a balance of $5,000, we will donate up to a $1,000 toward the fencing project at York Pointer and Setter Club.

The President, Bob Youngs, then presented Carol McMurray with a plaque and lifetime membership in appreciation for all her work in the Club.

Old Business:  

Field Trial: Chairman, Dan Rein, announced that we made $1,072.83 profit at the Spring trial with our new 1st weekend in March date.  In 2012 we will continue to utilize this weekend (March 3-4, 2012).  
The upcoming trial will be held Sept. 30 - Oct. 2, 2011.  Dan Rein reported that things are going as planned.  Most of the judges are lined up.  Troy Hoverter is helping to get judges.  The field trial secretary reminded them that she must have the names in order to get the paperwork in to the AKC 3 months prior to the trial or we face a $50 fine.  She also reported that she may not be at the trial because of other commitments.  If so, Julie Warshefski will fill in for her and the drawing will take place at Bob and Barbara Youngs’ home.  The Chairman announced that he, also, will be unavailable two weeks at the end of September.   We ordered ribbons for 4 trials at the cost of $275 for all four of the trials VS. a little more then $138 for one trial. This is a big savings for the club.  We will utilize the Ross Young, original artwork mugs we already bought for 1st place in each stake we run. Mugs are also for sale at a cost of $20 each.
Show: Chairman, Cindy Miller, reported that we had a supported entry of 20 Brittanys with a major in both dogs and bitches.  Next show:  Saturday and Sunday, March 17-18, 2012 will be a supported entry with no expenses and will get $2 a dog back.  If it were to be a specialty show we would incur both AKC and ABC fees.  The Futurity will hold a show before the Maryland field trial but it was not approved at Clear Springs.  We discussed holding our show on a Wednesday before the Futurity.  A committee of Bob Youngs, Lou Palazzolo and Cindy Miller will meet to decide on what path to follow with Maryland and Susquehanna having supported entries during the middle of the Futurity/field trial week. 

New Business:

Field Trial Hall of Fame: It was discussed to again put out a jar for donations to the Field Trial Hall of Fame and also to hold a raffle of a roading harness.

Nominating Committee: Troy Hoverter, Dan Rein and Barbara Youngs will act as the Nominating Committee.

Board of Directors: Joan Warshefski will take Helen Riggle’s place as a Board member. 

Motion made by Dan Rein, seconded by Barbara Youngs to adjourn meeting.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 3:22 pm
