OLD BUSINESS

A discussion will take place at the next York Pointer and Setter Club meeting on the fencing.  Cost is estimated at $1 per ft for fence and approximately $5 a post if the club puts the fence in themselves.  Bob Youngs reported that he had made the offer (per out clubs decision to put money back into our own grounds for our future benefit) of $1000 to York Pointer and Setter Club and it’s President, Mervin Eishenhart, to start the project to fence in the grounds.

Specialty Show 2010:

The Susquehanna Specialty show will be held in conjunction with the Celtic Cluster in York, PA on Saturday March 20, 2010 with a supported entry on Sunday March 21, 2010.  (It was noted that this was the same weekend as the Maryland Field Trial and future dates would try to see us not on same as Saturday and Sunday of Maryland trial).  The sweepstakes judge for Saturday will be Diane Shearer, a Vizsla breeder from Enola.  There will be no sweepstakes on Sunday.  The Cluster does not permit food in the building other than what is provided by the York Fairground Caterer (this is part of their contract with the Fairgrounds).  Therefore, we will not be having any food at ringside, but we will have an area to gather in the grooming area.  We will be setting up the Susquehanna Banner and have handouts at ringside and at the grooming area.  This will meet one of our AKC compliance requirements (Education of public).  Helen Riggle will be in charge of trophies.  It was moved by Cindy Miller and 2nd by Steve Lauterbach, to have a budget of $100 for trophies for the specialty show plus any donations that come to the club for the show.  Motion passed.
